Pilot Project

The NOBCChE Middle School Science Academy in
partnership with Hutson Consulting Services was
launched in Oakland, California during the spring of
2016. This accelerated science academy exposed
students to the physical, biological and earth
sciences tailored to their individual learning needs.
Beyond exposure to an inquiry-based science
curriculum, students were offered 1) mentorship, 2)
a supportive learning community, 3) internship
opportunities, and 4) opportunities to develop self-
esteem and strong interpersonal skills among
others.
